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David Yates taught high school in Huron 

County, Ontario, for 30 years, retiring from the 

Avon Maitland District School Board in 2018. 

He served five terms as a town councillor for 

Goderich (1997–2014). Since 2007, David’s 

regular column on local history has appeared 

in the Focus newsmagazine , and he has been a 

frequent contributor to the Goderich Signal-Star, 

Clinton News-Record and Seaforth Expositor. 

He has earned several awards for his writing, 

including the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Medal 

and the Canada 150 Medallion. David and his 

wife, Kathryn, and their children, Joshua, Jessica 

and Tyler, live in Goderich.
